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The Collective Catalogue (OPAC) is an electronic database in which the total of a 

library’s acquisitions is recorded. 

The Collective catalogue (OPAC) of the Library and the Information Centre of the 

University of Peloponnese (LIIC) includes the catalogues of all the departmental 

catalogues of the University of the Peloponnese. 

An analytical guide of the OPAC Catalogue is provided in the central LIIC’s website.

We will select Corinth’s Database in order 

to search for books in the Department of Political Science and International 

Relations.

Search Fields 

Every time a search is carried out the search field is selected according to the 

following table: 

Anywhere  Anywhere in the bibliographical entry 

Title In the Title 

Series Title 
In the Series Title (Series Title is a 
collective title that is given by the Editor 
in publications with similar themes) 

Author Writing responsibility 

Theme 
In the Themes (established according to 
international librarian standards) 

ISBN Item Code which is unique 

 

The search terms are written in Greek or Latin Alphabet, in Lowercase or Block 

Capitals, using stress or not. The use of Greek terms in all the search fields, except 

for the themes, retrieves material in the Greek language.   

 

Search using Boolean Operators 

 

 

By using the operator AND all the search terms appear in 

the results. The more terms we connect with AND the 

more the results are limited. 

 

 

 

By using the operator OR at least one of the search terms 

appear in the results. It is used mainly for synonymous 

terms. 

 

 

By using the operator AND/NOT some search terms are 

excluded from the search. The search is limited. 

 

 

 



Search types 

Search by Theme 

In order to search for books with the theme «international relations» I first select the 

term theme from the search fields and after that I write my theme. 

 

 

After selecting “Search” I have the following results: 

 

If we select the entry with number 2, we can see in our screen the bibliographical 

entry of the book as well as its location and the taxonomic number with which we 

will look for it in the shelves of the library. Please note that we should always check 

the status of the book e.g.in shelf, on loan etc.
