Drawing from the fields of
European studies, political science, international relations, history, cultural studies, law, philosophy,
its aim is to provide a deeper comprehension of the European heritage and the perspectives of
European integration.

By the end of the course, students are expected to have deepened their understanding of the
European Idea, the dynamics of European integration, the institutions and policies of the European
Union and its relations with the rest of the world as well as the complexity of the European identity.
